Early Life

Georgia Totto O'Keeffe was born on 15M
November 1887.

She lived on a farm near a place called
Sun Prairie in Wisconsin, USA.

Georgia had 6 brothers and sisters.

She loved the world around her and spent hours watching
nature.

When she was 12, she told her mother that she wanted to be
an artist when she grew up. She started lessons and everyone
loved her drawings

As she grew older, Georgia O'Keeffe began to lose her eyesight and
in 1972, she painted her last unassisted painting.

She died on 6™ March, 1986
aged 98 years old.
