Mount Kenya 
Mount Kenya is the highest 
mountain in Kenya, and the 

country itself was named after 
the mountain!  The Great Rift Valley 

The Great Rift Valley is an enormous 
valley of mountains which runs from 

the north to south of Kenya. The 
valley has a chain of volcanoes 

which are still ‘active’ (alive).  



  

Tana River 
The Tana river is the longest 

river in Kenya.  Lake Victoria

Rift Valley and is the 
second largest lake in the

The climate in Nairobi is 
warm and temperate 
(average temperature 
21ºC). Evenings can be 

cool. 
The sunniest months are 

from December to 
March. The coolest 

months are June and 
July. There are only two 
seasons (wet and dry) 
because Nairobi is so 

near the equator. 



  

The Flag of Kenya 
When Kenya gained its independence from Great Britain in 
1963, a new flag was created. It is made up of three colours: 
 
•  The black represents the  

people of Kenya. 

•  The red represents blood. 

•  The green represents natural wealth. 

•  The white represents peace. 
 
The Maasai shield and spears represent the defence of 
freedom.
