Children’s liturgy -  8th Week of Ordinary Time | Year C Luke 6:39-45 

 

Jesus is talking to the disciples – he talks about seeing a tiny speck of dust in someone else’s 

eye, but not seeing the great wooden log in our own. Can anyone guess what Jesus means 

here? 

Jesus is saying it is much easier to notice the mistakes that others make, than it is to realise 

when we have made a mistake or done something wrong ourselves.

What does Jesus tell the disciples they must do? 

He says they must take the log out of their own eye before they can take the speck out of 

someone else’s. He is saying we must change the way we act before we can expect anyone 

else to change. 

If we cannot be good and do what is right, how can we ask other people to do the same? 

Think quietly for a moment about something you might have done wrong. How could you 

change that? Could you share more? Be kinder or more helpful to others? Could you stop 

teasing a brother, sister or friend? Could you keep your room tidy? Or switch off lights when 

they’re not needed? 

It’s not always easy to change the way we act but perhaps we can all try this week. 

Who do you think can help us to make this change? 

God can help us. If we let him, God will fill our hearts with goodness and love, hope, courage 

and generosity. 

Filled with these things we will not be able to stop ourselves from wanting to share them 

with others. 

Jesus says in today’s reading that good people have a store of goodness in their heart. That 

the words someone says come from what is in their heart. 

So if we let God fill our hearts with goodness and love, we will be able to speak words that 

share that goodness and love with others. 

This year is a special Jubilee Year and we are called to be “Pilgrims of Hope”. There are all 

kinds of problems in our world, like poverty and hunger and climate change, but through our 

actions and the way we speak to others we can share hope as we all work together for a 

better world. 

How will you use the store of goodness in your heart? How will you speak out and make 

changes to be the best person you can be and make the world a better place for others? 

We ask God to fill us with his love as we pray together: 

 

We pray for the Church throughout the world: that we may be an example of the goodness, 

love and hope of God in our world. Lord, in your mercy… 

We pray for world leaders: that the words that they speak and the things that they do may 

come from a heart filled with goodness. Lord, in your mercy… 



We pray for our parish, our family and friends: that we may all be willing to open our hearts 

to God, to admit our mistakes, to make a change, and to speak up for what is right. Lord, in 

your mercy… 

In this Jubilee Year, we pray that we may be signs of hope in our world through all that we do 

and how we treat one another. Lord, in your mercy… 

 

Closing prayer:  

Generous God, lead us to be the people you know we can be. Fill us with hope, courage and 

goodness. Help us to make a change so that the world may be a better place for all people.

Please make sure your child is in school every day unless ill.  Remember illnesses such as 

colds can be managed well with Calpol and although children can feel unwell first thing in a 



morning they do tend to brighten up during the day. We will always contact you if we are 

concerned that your child has become unwell throughout the day. 

If there is no reason provided for your child's absence an unauthorised code is marked in the 

register.  This will impact your child's overall attendance. Please contact school before 

8.55am where possible and leave a message . If we are not aware of why your child is not in 

school we will try and contact you, if we are unable to contact the parent/carer we may call 

one of the other contacts on your child's records. 

Please try to be as punctual as possible, we have noticed a small number of children are 

arriving late to school.  If your child arrives after the close of the registration period (9.05am) 

this again is recorded as an unauthorised absence on the register and will affect your child's 

overall attendance figure.  If your child arrives at school after 8.55am they MUST be 

accompanied by a parent/carer for signing in purposes.

We are seeing an increase in a small number of pupils whose attendance is falling below 

90%.  Once attendance falls below 90% pupils become Persistent Absentees.  As part of our 

duty of care, parents will be written to highlighting their child's attendance has fallen below 

90% and that we will be monitoring their attendance monthly.  If your child's attendance 

continues to remain below 90% we will have no alternative but to refer to ESS (Dudley 

Education Support Service). 

if your child arrives at school after the close of registers at 9.05am, an unauthorised late 

mark is registered and this will count as an absence. 

Please see how absences affect children's learning:- 

Above 97%: Less than 6 days   absence a year – Less than 30 Hours of Learning Lost 

Excellent attendance!  These young people will almost certainly   get the best levels/grades 

they can, leading to better prospects for the   future.  Pupils will also get into a   habit of 

attending school which will help in the future. 

95%: 10 days absence a year –   50 Hours of Learning Lost 

These pupils are less likely to   achieve their target levels/grades and will start to find it 

difficult to maintain a habit of attending school regularly. Pupils who take a 2-week   holiday 

every year can only achieve 95% attendance. 

90%: 19 days absence a year –   95 Hours of Learning Lost 

The Government classes pupils in this group as “Persistent Absentees”, and it will be almost 

impossible to keep up with work and achieve their target levels/grades. Parents of young 

people in this group could also face the possibility of legal action being taken, including 

the issuing of Penalty Notices and  Fines. 

Please support your child by ensuring they arrive at school each morning on time.

Pupil Premium and Free School Meals 

 

If your child is eligible for ‘free school meals’ and you register them for this, we’ll receive 

extra funding called ‘pupil premium’. We use this extra money to improve the educational 

provision and resources at the school. 

What is pupil premium funding? 

Pupil premium funding from the government is given to schools to help pupils reach their 

full potential, regardless of their background or financial situation. It’s provided for pupils 

who: 

• Are registered for free school meals 

• Have been registered for free school meals at any point in the past 6 years 

• Are, or have been, in care 



• Have parents in the armed forces at St Joseph's Catholic Primary School, 

We get an extra [£1,385 (for primary schools) / £985 (for secondary schools) – these figures 

are for the 2022/2023 financial year] for every eligible pupil who is registered for free school 

meals. This extra money could make a real difference to the quality of education we offer. 

For example, we’ve previously used pupil premium funding for: 

• Educational provision/resources 

• Academic interventions 

• Wellbeing and self-esteem building interventions 

Is my child eligible for free school meals? 

Your child might be eligible if you access: 

• Income Support 

• Income-based Jobseeker’s Allowance or Employment and Support Allowance 

• Support under part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act 1999 

• The guaranteed element of Pension Credit 

• Child Tax Credit (provided you’re not also entitled to Working Tax Credit and have an 

annual gross income of no more than £16,190) 

• Working Tax Credit run-on 

• Universal Credit, provided you have an annual net earned income not exceeding 

£7,400 (£616.67 per month) 

Universal infant free school meals 

Currently, pupils in reception, year 1 and year 2 are entitled to a free school meal thanks to a 

different government funding scheme known as universal infant free school meals (UIFSM). 

You shouldn’t confuse UIFSM with free schools meals and the pupil premium. 

If your child is in reception, year 1 or year 2 and is eligible for free school meals according to 

the criteria above, you should still register because we’ll receive the extra pupil premium 

funding. 

Does my child have to eat the free school meals? 

No. Pupils who are registered for free school meals don’t have to eat them. If you’re eligible 

but you want your child to have packed lunches you should still register because the school 

will receive the funding which can support your child in other ways. 

How do I register? 



You only need to register once at the school.
